Tollowing upon & Jarts evening at the "Charlie Butler", your scribe
was approached by regular local, Harry rReed, who sald he had some-
thing interesting for ny hext visit. Here it is, but we have been
unable to trace the title and date of the 1838 newspaper from which
this has been extracted. -

"A circular signed by ten Members of Parliament has just been issued,
urging that some revision of the law governing the manufacture and
sale of "Beer" is necessary, and they declare their intention -
failing adequate action on the part of the Governument - to introduce
‘a Bill in the evening .session with the object of enabling the public
to obtain as "Beer" a liquor brewed from barley, hops, water and
yeast only. '

It is not proposed that the use of cther materials be prohibited,
but that any beverage not being "Beer" as defined in the bill shall
bear a distinguishing name on title."
